Leading notary associations recommend that notaries maintain a journal, both as a good

professional practice and as protection in the event the notary is accused of fraud or

malpractice. The Secretary of State’s office strongly recommends that notaries record all

their notarial acts in a notary journal. This record of acts can protect the notary in case

of a lawsuit. Journals can be electronic or paper and purchased from notary

associations, notary service businesses and office supply stores.

Yes. The app lets you indicate the platform used and a unique identifier to the signing

session.

« Are e-Journal entries tamper-evident?

Yes, entries in NotaryCentral's e-Journal are tamper-evident. Once an entry is saved, a
secure tamper-evident hash is created, locking the record. If any part of the entry is

altered later, the hash will no longer match, clearly indicating tampering.
